Our list of vendors is already at 110, so we are sure this will be a show that you will not want to miss!
We have addressed many needs and requests of the vendors by centralizing all of the events

to one location. Driving on the field has also been approved for your convenience of loading and
unloading your wears. As always, our goal is to make your day memorable!

Our show will be held on Saturday from 10am to 7pm (because the fireworks do not start until 9pm,
you have the option of staying open longer if you want to), and Sunday, from 12pm to 4pm.

We have budgeted and planned for increased advertising. Last year we had two weeks of continuous
radio promotions and listed our event in 4 newspapers. This year we will do the same, as well as
advertise on the internet.

We thank all vendors who have participated in our past four years of events. You have helped us
make Mountaintop Heritage Days a great success. To date we have donated nearly $20,000 to
local organizations and families in need.
